Development Proposals in Glenwood-Brooklyn

Rezoning / Comprehensive Plan Amendment: A J Fletcher

House (909 Glenwood Avenue)

The applicant is requesting a rezoning from Special Residential-30 (SP R-30) to Office &
linstitutional-2 (O&l-2) Conditional Use for 909 and 907 Glenwood Avenue. The proposed
conditions prohibit certain uses, set lighting standards, call for the preservation of existing
buildings on the properties, and set development standards for any new principal buildings,
including maximum height, minimum and maximum setbacks, maximum building size, location
of parking areas, and requirements for building entrances oriented toward Glenwood.

The applicant is also requesting a Comprehensive Plan Amendment that would change the
policy map from Moderate Density Residential to Office and Residential Mixed Use.

The site plans request redevelopment of two adjacent parcels. Six (6) dwelling units are
proposed for 1300 Glenwood and 2 dwelling units for 1306 Glenwood. The existing house at
the corner of Glenwood and Jefferson will be renovated. Special Residential-30 (SP R-30)
requires that the new buildings conform to certain contextual standards that preserve the “look
and feel” of the neighborhood.

8 units on .51 acres equates to a density of 15.7 units per acre.

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Mark Turner to lead RGAC

Mark Tumer, outgoing chair of the East Citizens Advisory Council,
has been elected to Izad the Raleigh Citizens Advisory Council in
the coming year.

The RCAC is made up of the chairs and other leaders of each of
the 18 (soon to be 19) geographically-based Citizens Advisory
Councils in Raleigh. It provides a forum for these leaders to discuss
citywide issues.

“The dialogue between the City and the community is the most
valuable thing the RCAC provides,” Turmner says. “It's been the
traditional role for the RCAC”

Members of the RCAC elected Tumer as chair in December, and
his term beqgins in January. He will succeed current RCAC Chair
William Allen [ll, who also chairs the Hillsborough CAC.

Tumer, 42, also serves as chair of the City of Raleigh Parks,
Recreation and Greenway Advisory Board. He has lived in Raleigh
for nearly 20 years and works as a systems administrator for
TeleTracking, a health care technology company.

In his new pasition, Turner will likely be called an to explain the role
of CACs in Raleigh. Each CAC, he says, “brings the community
and the City together in one place where issues can be resolved. It
is the eyes and ears of the community, a place to voice your
questions or concerns about things going on in your neighborhood,
whether it is development or crime or economic opporiunity. It is
the place where these types of things get discussed, and it offers
henefits for both sides — the citizens and the City.”

21st Century City Lecture Series
Former Portland Mayor, Oregon Congressman to be Guest Speaker

U.S. Rep. Earl Blumenauer of Oregon, a chief advocate of livable communities, will be the presenter at the next Designing a 21st
Century City Lecture Series presentation. The lecture series is sponsored by the City of Raleigh and WakeUP Wake County.

The event will be held on Jan. 19 from 5 p.m. to 6:30 p.m. in The Stockroom, located in Downtown Raleigh. The lecture is free and
open to the public.

Mr. Blumenauer will speak on “Lessons in Livability for 21st Century Cities.” He is chair of the congressional Livable Communities Task
Force. As mayor of Portland, Ore., he guided the city through dynamic change to introduce multi-modal public transportation and
promote walkable communities. In Congress, Mr. Blumenauer has focused on transportation, energy independence and budget issues.

U.S. Rep. David Price of Raleigh will introduce Mr. Blumenauer at the lecture series presentation. There will be a question-and-answer
session following Mr. Blumenauer’s presentation.

The City of Raleigh and Code Studio have completed a new draft of the City’s proposed Unified Development Ordinance (UDO). If
approved by City Council, the UDO will replace the current development regulations. The UDO incorporates contemporary development
and zoning practices in a format that is more easily understood by administrators, developers and the general public. The UDO
supports the goals and policies of the 2030 Comprehensive Plan. It reduces regulations, shifts more development approvals to staff and
is ex[ected to produce more predictable outcomes. In addition, the UDO will create regulations that address market trends, incorporate
best practices and address contextual issues throughout the city.
